You will no doubt all beware of the recent press speculation regarding the flood defences along the 
North East Norfolk coast. 

The Club has recently received a communication from Norman Lamb MP, who is keen to collect 
signatures on a Parliamentary Petition.  This is to register serious concerns at the option contained in 
the Natural England paper.  It will request that the House of Commons urge the Government and the 
Environment Agency to confirm they will take every step necessary to protect this area of North East 
Norfolk from the sea by defending the coastline.
